Careless Smoking

When a member of your community is killed in a home fire, it is important to let others know how
they can prevent a similar tragedy. As you continue to report on the fire, the U.S. Fire Administra-
tion encourages you to remind your audience that many fire deaths and injuries are preventable.

More than 4,000 Americans die each year in fires and approximately 20,000 are injured. Many of
them might be alive today if only they had the information they needed to avoid a disaster.

The following life-saving tips could make a big difference to your audience. By incorporating them
in your story now, while the moment is still fresh, you could help save a life.

E Careless Smoking Life-Saving Tips E

M Install a smoke alarm on every level of your home. Test smoke alarm batteries every month and change them at least once
a year. Consider installing a 10-year lithium battery-powered smoke alarm, which is sealed so it cannot be tampered with or
opened.

M Never smoke in bed. Replace mattresses made prior to the 2007

Federal Mattress Flammability Standard. Did you know?
M Don't put ashtrays on the arms of sofas or chairs. » Eighty-two percent of all fire deaths occur in
the home.

M Use deep ashtrays and soak ashes in water before disposal.

M Don't leave cigarettes, cigars, or pipes unattended. Put out all cause of fire deaths
