Wild West Watauga Fest 

May 19-22, 2016  

The City of Watauga is concerned for the safety of all pedestrians and  

vehicles on our streets.  Did you know there is a City Ordinance that requires 

all trees, bushes and vegetation of any kind to be trimmed away from the 

streets and sidewalks?  Trees over the streets have to be trimmed to a  

minimum of 14 feet high, and if they hang over a sidewalk they have to be 

trimmed no lower than 8 feet for pedestrians of all heights to walk  

underneath without obstruction.   

Please take a fresh look at your property to ensure there are no obstructions for pedestrians and  

vehicles caused by trees, bushes, grass or vegetation of any kind that needs trimming.  Thank you for 

your help in making the City of Watauga a GREAT PLACE TO LIVE for everyone! 

February usually means it is strategic planning for the City Council and Staff.  The 
Council has resolved to work in conjunction with the City Manager and  
Department Directors to make future plans for the City.  Working together with the 
City Staff, plans are now evolving for the city as we prepare for 5, 10 and 20 years 
ahead.

Vaccinations 

Every owner of a dog or cat four months of age 
or older shall have such animals vaccinated 
against rabies by a licensed veterinarian. The 
animal must receive a booster vaccination within 
the 12-month interval following the initial  
vaccination. The owner shall then 
have the option of continuing the 
yearly vaccination or having the 
animal vaccinated every three 
years. Any person establishing 
residence within the City of  
Watauga shall comply with this  
requirement within ten days of 
establishing such residence. If a 
non-vaccinated dog or cat inflicts 
a bite, scratch, or otherwise  
attacks any person within the city limits, a rabies 
vaccine shall not be administered to the dog or 
cat until after a ten day observation period be-
ginning with the date of the bite, scratch or  
attack.  

The City Council, Planning and Zoning Commission, and City Staff have been hosting community meetings at City Hall, the  

Community Center and the Library in order to receive input and ideas from the residents and businesses of Watauga to  

formulate the development strategy for the future of the city.  Thank you to all of the citizens, businesses and schools that  

participated in the exercise and provided your ideas.  We have gathered comments, concluded and analyzed the surveys, compiled 

pictures and notes and are ready to host one final community open house to showcase the status of the One Watauga Development 

Strategy.  Please join us in the lobby at City Hall, 7105 Whitley Road on Wednesday, February 24th from 6:30 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. to 

see how far we have come before the final draft is presented to City Council this Spring.
